By-laws for Constitution of JAPT

Article 1
Election of Directors

This article stipulates for supplementary provisions to the Article 13 and 19 of the Constitution, pertaining to Election of Directors, as below:
Section 1
Method of Election

The Election shall be conducted by secret vote cast by the Full Members.

Section 2
Announcement of Election

1.
President shall make announcement of election three months prior to the date set for closing of the voting, concurrently designating such a date.
2.
The announcement shall be made by either public notice in the Journal of JAPT or written notice direct to the members.

Section 3
Election Administration Committee
1.
President shall set up seven (7) member Election Administration Committee, on every occasion of the election.
2.
President shall nominate members of the committee from among Full Members three (3) months prior to the date set for closing of the voting.
3.
Chairman of the Committee shall be elected by majority vote cast by the committee members.

Section 4
Function of Election Administrative Committee

The Committee shall perform services for the following:
(a)
Accepting Application of Candidates and publicizing their names.
(b)
Preparation and Distribution of Ballots.

(c)
Counting of the vote.

(d)
Confirming successful candidates and publicizing their names.

(e)
Any service required other than the above. 
Section 5
Candidates
1.
Candidates for directors shall be classified to either Voluntary Candidates or Recommended Candidates by President, both from among Full Members; provided however, that a member(s) of the Committee shall not be eligible for the candidate.
2.
Numbers of the Candidates recommended by President shall be   within a limit of fixed numbers of Directors. In case of election for substitute, numbers of the candidates recommended by President shall be within numbers of the vacancy. In the both cases, the candidates shall register their names at the Committee within one (1) month from the date of announcement of the voting.
3.
Voluntary Candidates shall require five (5) or more recommendations from Full Members as prerequisite and shall submit to the Committee a report signed by the Full Members on such recommendations, within one (1) month from the date of announcement of the voting.
Section 6
Names of The Candidates
1.
Election Administration Committee shall publicize names of the candidates registered one (1) month prior to the date set for closing of the voting.
2.
Publicizing shall be made by distributing slates describing the candidates’ names in Japanese syllabary order, positions and titles.
Section 7
Vote
1.
Vote shall be cast with ballots designated and distributed by the Committee.
2.
Vote shall be cast for the candidates publicized under Section 6 of this Article.
3.
A ballot shall be filled in with names of the maximum forty-five (45) candidates to be elected and shall be mailed to the Committee. Ballots arrived by the closing date shall be valid. In voting substitute directors under provisions of Article 19 of the Constitution, ballots shall be filled in with names of the candidates within the number of vacancy.
4.
The following vote shall be invalid:
(a)
Ballots other than those designated by Election Administration　Committee.

(b)
Vote cast in excessive numbers over the designated number.

Section 8
Returns
1.
Winners shall be determined within the fixed numbers of Director, in the order of numbers of vote cast validly. If there may be competing successful candidates with equal numbers voted, the order of seniority shall be applied within the fixed number of Directors.
2.
Election Administration Committee shall report names of successful candidates at General Meeting that subsequently follows the election.
Article 2
Award Committee of JAPT Prize

This Article stipulates for such supplementary provisions to the Section 3 of Article 41 of the Constitution pertaining to Award of JAPT Prize, as include the selection of the winner(s) for JAPT Prize, its grant and the operations of JAPT Prize Award Committee (hereinafter called “Award Committee”).

Section 1

JAPT shall set up "Japanese Association for Petroleum Technology Prize" (abbreviated as JAPT Prize).

Section 2

JAPT Prize shall be awarded to persons who presented excellent Academic and/or technological papers related to the upstream area of oil and gas industry and or who made prominent achievements in the same area; provided, however, that Members of JAPT only shall be eligible to be awarded for the prize.

Section 3

1.
Award Committee consists of eleven (11) members in total, out of which Chairman and Vice Chairman shall be elected by mutual vote cast, and Secretary of Award Committee shall be commissioned to administrate activities of the Committee.

2.
President shall appoint members of Award Committee and Secretary after an approval by the Board of Directors. In the event that there is a vacancy in the members of Award Committee and/ or Secretary, President shall promptly fulfill the vacancy immediately with substitute(s) after deliberation and approval by the Board of Directors.
3.
Chairman of Award Committee shall administrate activities of the Committee.

4.
Vice chairman shall perform duties of Chairman when Chairman is absent by contingency.

Section 4 

Award Committee shall carry out following items in every January:
(a)
to cause members of JAPT to recommend papers excellent among the papers presented in the Journal published in previous year.
(b)
to cause members of JAPT to recommend persons or corporations who made prominent technological achievements in previous year.
(c)
to make announcement in advance in the Journal of JAPT of process reaching the (a) and (b) under this Section 4.
Section 5

1.
Award Committee shall carry out the selection in consideration of the recommendations made by members of JAPT as prescribed under the Section 4 hereof and shall select successful candidates for the prizes by the end of March, every year.
2.
Selection shall be effectively made by attendance of two thirds (2/3) of total members or more of Award Committee and by approval of three fourth (3/4) or more of the attendants.
Section 6
1.
Chairman of Award Committee shall report to the President of the result of selection.
2.
President shall determine winners through the approval of the Board of Directors.
3.
Selection shall be made on the basis of following criteria:
(a)
Category of the award shall be classified to three divisions, of Exploration, Drilling and Production. In principle, selection shall be finalized for one or two per division.
(b)
Objects for the award shall be either technical papers presented in the Journal or contribution made to the upstream area of oil and gas industry.
Section 7

Prizes shall be awarded by President at Annual General Meeting.

Section 8 

JAPT shall set up "Japanese Association for Petroleum Technology Fund" (hereinafter called "Fund") and interest accrued from Fund shall be appropriated to expenditures for the prizes.

Section 9

Items which have been required for awarding JAPT Prizes as well as an Account Report on Revenues and Expenditures relevant to such items shall be publicized in the Journal of JAPT.

Article 3
Editorial Committee

This Article stipulates for supplementary provisions to the Article 40 of the Constitution, pertaining to Editorial Committee, as below:

Section 1

Editorial Committee shall consist of members of the Committee appointed by the President. The term of office of the Committee shall be for two (2) years.

Section 2

Editorial Committee shall carry out services specified below:
(a)
Planning for publishing Journal of JAPT.
(b)
Calling for papers.

(c)
Accepting, reviewing and adopting of manuscripts.

(d)
Ordering to printers and proof reading.

Section 3

Chairman of Editorial Committee shall be appointed by President. The chairman shall have responsibility for performing function of chairman in the Committee and supervising of affairs in the office of Committee.

Section 4

Chairman of the Committee may appoint Vice Chairman, Secretary for Operations and Members in charge of Operations when necessary. Vice Chairman, Secretary for Operations and Members in charge of Operations shall assist Chairman of Editorial Committee in carrying out of operations of the Committee smoothly.

Section 5

The Committee shall be set up in the office of JAPT under Article 4 of the Constitution.

Section 6 

The Committee may set up a Sub-committee when necessary.

Section 7

Regulations of publication and gist of manuscript contribution shall be set forth apart.
Article 4
Copyright

This Article stipulates for supplementary provisions to the Article 50 of the Constitution, pertaining to the Copyright, as below:

Section 1 

The copyright of such publication covering any articles, reports and treatises as is published under JAPT’s editorship on the Journal and/or any other printed media of JAPT, shall be in principle owned by JAPT (abbreviated as “JAPT’s Publication”).

Section 2

The authors of those articles, reports and treatises stipulated in the previous Section 1 may use and utilize such published contents for their own book-writing or reproduction or translation. JAPT will not hinder them from doing so provided that such writers shall seek for the prior consent of JAPT relating thereto.

Section 3

JAPT shall have the right to grant the approval of reprinting or reproduction or translation of such published contents against any application by a third party.

Section 4

The foregoing rules shall be applied to any published contents appearing on the JAPT’s Publication issued before June 5, 1989.
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
